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General Information

Selection Criteria

The following criteria are used to determine scholarship winners.

Must be of Bahamian Descent

Must be already enrolled in degree program or enrolling for upcoming Semester.
Academic Merit — based on grades, test scores, honors, awards and recommendations.
All applicants for Undergraduate Scholarships must posses at leasta 2.5 GPA or
equivalent. Applicants for Graduate Scholarships must possess an Undergraduate GPA of
3.0 or above.
